The result of two years of photography combined with interviews of prisoners and jailors, "Maggots In My Sweet Potatoes: Women Doing Time" by Susan Madden Lankford showcases a photographic study of imprisoned women as they strive to deal with personal despair, desperation, alienation, and hope. Providing the non-specialist general reader with a window into the lives and circumstances of the incarcerated, "Maggots In My Sweet Potatoes" reveals the inherent weakness of a penology system that is breaking dm'\'D under the burden of having to cope overcrowding, under-funding, mental illness, emotional volatility, addiction, and the assorted stresses of life behind bars.
